	 Prarthana Mohan, director of the 2008 Cucalorus Film Festival selection WHORE, has again 
tackled provocative themes in her latest project, TURN AROUND. The film, which follows the story of 
a woman who must reconcile her role as a wife and mother with her newly awakened desire to live an 
exhibitionist lifestye, is currently seeking distribution.
	 TURN AROUND does not shy away from taking on a number of pointed social issues, including 
the role of sex in the life of a wife and mother, the expectations placed on women by society, and the 
impact of pornography on relationships. “This is a story that has to be told,” said Mohan, a graduate 
student at Chapman University in Orange, CA. “Many women can relate to the feeling of being con-
strained by the expectations that others have of them, and of wanting to break free and live an alter-
nate lifestyle.” 
	 Notable for its dark thematic and visual elements, TURN AROUND explores themes that are 
among the most gripping in daily life: a passionless marriage; a web of lies that leads to a double life; 
secrets and deception. These intriguing elements have the potential to find their way into our own 
lives, and have been artfully rendered by the talented filmmaker.
	 Mohan, a native of India, has had a number of notable achievements throughout her career, 
including her film Hush, which she made while studying at Madras University. The project won the 
State Award for Best Film, and was successful at several film festivals, including  Mélange, a woman’s 
film festival in India. Mohan has worked with Emmy award winning documentary filmmaker Alfonse 
Roy, where she researched and worked on several projects for the BBC. She has made a number of 
films in the last year, including Innocence, Hubris and White Noise.
